Knowledge and Skills Progression

To learn to express feelings and consider the feelings of others.
To identify and moderate own feelings socially and emotionally.

Knowledge and Skills Progression
To begin to respond to visual and verbal prompts to learn the skills to help them to listen carefully on the carpet and in a range of situations.
To begin to learn new vocabulary linked to books and themes and use throughout the day.
To begin to describe events connecting one idea with another.
To begin to use talk to help to work out simple problems to organise thinking and use this to begin to explain how things work and why.
To begin to listen to and learn songs and rhyme and how they sound.
To begin to engage in story times and in non-fiction books for a short amount of time and begin to join in with repeated actions and phrases. 
To begin to hear some simple social phrases for example ‘Good morning’. Saying ‘please’ and ‘thank you’ following prompts.

Physical Development
Knowledge and Skills Progression
To begin to progress towards a more fluent style of moving, with developing control and grace.
To begin to develop the overall body strength, co-ordination, balance and agility needed to engage successfully with physical education sessions and other physical disciplines including dance, gymnastics, sport and swimming.
To begin to combine different movements with ease and fluency.
To begin to use a range of large and small apparatus indoors and outside, alone and in a group.
To begin to develop overall body-strength, balance,                 co-ordination and agility.
To begin to develop and refine a range of ball skills including: throwing, catching, kicking, passing, batting, and aiming.
To begin to develop confidence, competence, precision and accuracy when engaging in activities that involve a ball.
To begin to develop the skills needed to manage the school day successfully e.g lining up and queuing  /  mealtimes / PE








Literacy / Phonics
Reception: In Phase 2, children learn a Grapheme-Phoneme Correspondence (GPC) for most of the 26 alphabet letters. This means they learn the sound (phoneme) that is represented by a letter (grapheme).
