By the end of the project, children will:

The aim was to help pupils understand similarities, celebrate differences, to foster respect, be proud of their own culture and see themselves in history. 
During History we related British history to world history related the children's cultures in the school and their own family history, to see that history is for all.
Their work was displayed in a permanent school Museum and Cultural Cabin.
We worked with a partner school in the local area to share and celebrate different cultures as they are very different from our school with lots of refugee children.
What we did:
1. Discovering Our Identities
Children created a collage reflecting their:
· Family traditions
· Foods they enjoy
· Languages spoken
· Special celebrations
Use magazines, fabrics, photos, and colours.
 2. Greeting the World
Teach simple greetings in 6–8 languages.
Children create speech‑bubble posters for a corridor welcome display.
3. Mapping Our Class
Create a world map showing:
· Where families, cultures, or heritage come from
· Places children would love to visit
4.  Exploring World Religion Creatively
Each lesson investigates a faith through a creative lens.
Christianity: Stained Glass Window Art
Children design their own “values window” using cellophane and black card, inspired by love, kindness, or hope.
 Islam: Geometric Pattern Tiles
Create Islamic art patterns on tiles or paper plates using repeating shapes.
Hinduism: Diva Lamps & Rangoli
· Make clay diva lamps
· Create chalk or rice rangoli patterns outside
 Judaism: Shabbat Table
Children set up a Shabbat-style table and create challah using salt dough.
Buddhism: Mindfulness & Lotus Art
Paint or collage lotus flowers; practise simple breathing meditation.
